All competitors must wear the correct dress and BS standard headgear and all competitors MUST have adequate insurance to cover any incident that may be caused by them or their animals.

Judges decision is final

3
No horse or pony may be entered more than once in any class

4
No horse or pony entered must be under the age of 4

5
Misuse of whips and spurs will result in immediate disqualification

6
Refunds will be made at the discretion of the organizer

7
Any objections must be lodged with the secretary in writing with a deposit of £15 before the awards in the class concerned are made.  The deposit is refundable if the decision is upheld or considered reasonable

8
The organizer has the right to refuse entry without stating a reason to vary the timing and composition of the schedule if considered necessary

9
Riders use the facilities and spectators are present entirely at their own risk and neither the Venue nor Hadlow Riding Club can be held responsible for any accident, injury or loss to those present.

10
Children under 18 MUST be accompanied by an adult at all times.

No telephone, text or email entries will be accepted.

Please do not leave litter or clear out your horsebox on site, please clear up after yourself and your horse before leaving.

Abuse or offensive behaviour by any person will not be tolerated, the organisers reserve the right to ask any person to leave the showground under these circumstances.

· CLASS 6 – Competitors choose which test/tests they wish to ride and the 3 highest percentages then qualify for Championship Show.

· Trophy awarded to winner in each class.

· 1st – 6th place rosettes in each class.

· Highest Placed Member Rosette in each class.

· Championship Cups and Sashes to 1st places at Championship show.

· Prizes to 1st places at Championship show.

All HRC members will accumulate additional points during the qualifying shows for the following awards.

All classes will be judged under British dressage rules. ie simple snaffle 

bridle (double permitted in Elementary Class and above), all riders to 

wear gloves, hard hats, etc.  No martingales, brushing boots etc, but 

schooling whips and callers allowed. 

The Organisers reserve the right to amend the rules if appropriate. 

Outside assistance will not be penalised.

No Whips/Callers permitted in Championship Show

Class Restrictions:  

In addition to any specific class restrictions stated on the schedule, you must not have competed at and been placed 1st to 6th at a level two higher than you are competing at here ie Not to have been competing and placed at Novice level if you are competing in the Walk/Trot class.  

All restrictions are taken as of the 3rd April 2010 which is the date of the first of the Dressage Series shows, any placings at higher levels from this date forward do not count for this year’s shows.  Therefore, if you are placed at one of the shows you are not excluded from competing at that level for the rest of the season at Hadlow Riding Club Dressage Shows.
